Preschool Palace, located at Grant Watts Elementary, is a high school ran preschool for students within the South Columbia County area. This preschool, although owned by the school district, functions as a business. At the preschool, high school students learn to interact positively with preschool children to encourage skill development through play. High school students need to bring skills of professionalism, dependability, and dedication to the work they do here. In order to provide a safe and positive learning experience, STUDENTS NEED TO WANT AND LIKE TO WORK WITH CHILDREN! 

Preschool students are in their formative years. This means they are forming the knowledge, attitude and behavioral basis for the rest of their lives. Therefore, special care needs to be taken to insure that the young children enrolled in Preschool Palace have rich and appropriate experiences for healthy growth and development. 

The following guidelines must be followed:

1. Appropriate language, behavior, dress and role modeling: High school students are expected to be on their best behavior at all times. In the presence of the preschool children, positive guidance techniques and personal role modeling of the highest citizenship and moral tones will be expected. Students should display at all times (whether preschool students are present or not) through words, actions and attitudes of cooperative, positive, and dedicated nature that working with children is a carefully guarded trust. 

2. Regular attendance: Children need continuity of care. The high school students provide continuity by being in class, prepared to work with their preschool buddy/buddies.

3. Faithfully adhering to the philosophy and curriculum of the preschool: High school students will be teaching lessons that are based on observations of children. All lessons are planned, prepared and implemented by high school students. Supplies and materials are provided by the preschool program.

4. Dependability and focus: High school students must be responsible, dependable, and able to make good decisions. Total emphasis needs to be on the children – no private conversations when children are present.
